'1'he Regiment
joined the First Division of the 187 Army
Cuotps unider Generals Gradit and Shetinan
and suhscouenily saw action theonghour the
Somrh.

During its term of service, the 114" Infantry Regiment Ilinois
Volunteers pattivipated i mobe than 35 various sldrnishes,
cngagpemenis, and banles including the sicee of Yickahurg,

The Regiment was mustcred oot of the Tnived States Service

on Augrust 3, 1865, It amived back at Camp Botler, Illinegs, on

The 114" Infantry Regiment served (like all the other federal
forces) for the preservation of the Union. Unlike the other
regiments which passed into history and out of existence, the
114" has been reactivated for a new purpose. Now the 114"
serves not as a fighting unit, but as a patriotic organization,
serving this country, state, county and city to honor those men
who gave their lives to maintain the land of the free and home
of the brave.

Since 1969, the 114" Infantry Regiment Illinois Volunteets has
been a living symbol of the Civil War heritage of the State of
Illinois.

On the 1I0eh of June, 1864, the 114ch
was engaged in the severe and disastrous batile ait Guniown,
Mississippi, in wihich the regiment saffered severely. Capiain
Hornback iimself was wounded, and fost nearly one-half of his men.
About & month after, the regdment again encountered the same force,
and obtained ample satisfaction, complictely routing the cncmy aficr
a severe three days' baidle. In the following August the regiment was
transferred to the depor west of the Mississippi, and participated In
the pursuit of Price in Arkansas and Missourd, engaging in a severe
battle near Kansas City, Missourd, in Ocrober, 1864, Afrer the
expulsion of Price from Missourf, Captain Hornback's command
foined General Thomas, at Nashville, and took part in the
overwlelniing defeat wihich he administered to Hood, December 14
atd 15; after which the regiment proceeded to the siege of Mobile,
going via New Oricans. The old 114th was cngaged in the cntire
siege of Mobile, and shared in siriking the fast blow ar armed
treason, planting the old flag upon the last remaining stronghold of
the enemy. The war being ended, Caprain Hornback and the few
surviving veterans of the 1Hth returned home, to enjoy in peace and
quict the fruits of their dearly-bought victory.

The old 114th was engaged in the entire siege of
Mobile, and shured in striking the last blow at armed treason,
planting the old flag upon the last remaining stronghold of the
enemntiy.

The war being ended, Captain Hornback and the few surviving
veterans of the 114th retioned home, to enjoy in peace and guiet
the fruits of thetr dearly-bought victory.

Since the war, Captain Hornback has been extensively engaged
in farming, and raising and shipping stock, and is now one of
the most successful farmers of Menard County. All wwho know
the Captain esteem him as a gentleman, honorahle and wupright
in characier and conduct, and active, indusirious, and
energetic in his business transactions. As a thorough-going,
self-made man, he is one of the pillars of support of his native
Countiyy.
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
